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Abstract

For the past few years, natural parks have been one of the most popular destinations for
both tourism and housing sites. Urban wetlands are quite valuable to metropolitans. As is
immediately evident in advertisements, “nature, wildlife, and healthy life” are among the
major attractions of housing projects close to urban wetlands. It is not unusual to find a
development strip running parallel to and circling wetlands, which creates a strong barrier
between them and surrounding habitats. Thus, urban wetlands transfer the land value in two
ways. On one hand, the land price for housing developments increases because of the view
of the wetlands. On the other, the increased number of residents and high-rise buildings
raises the tension between the wetlands and surrounding environments. In many cases,
high-valued development strips even create an invisible, but obvious wall next to wetlands.
Nature does not observe the division effected by such developments; however, natural
phenomena occurring perpendicular to the artificial edge are disturbed, suspended, or
altered.............
